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Summer Camps
and Learning
by Immersion

an summer offer valuable learning opportunities while still being en-
C joyable—and a welcome break from the school-year schedule? Yes.

A single week of summer camp can provide a fun, highly effective ex-
perience that isn’t possible during the school year.

Language immersion programs are known as one of the most effective
ways to learn a language. These programs, such as study abroad experienc-
es and intensive language courses from organizations like Rosetta Stone
and Berlitz, help people learn a language faster by surrounding them with
it and giving them constant real-life practice.

This same idea applies to summer camps. With participants engaged
daily in camp activities for hours at a time, summer camps have the poten-
tial to offer the same benefits: significant and rapid progress. This is true for
all education-based summer camps, but especially for music camps. Music
is a language in itself, with its own patterns, structure, and expressive vo-
cabulary that, like a spoken language, are best learned through listening,
imitation, and active use.

A summer music camp is a great way to get started on a new instrument.
Students who begin with weekly lessons make steady progress, but it is
often slow at first, and there’s often a lot of time between lessons to for-
get instructions or develop habits that need correcting. A week-long camp
changes that completely.
