Water

ummer means time at the pool, on the river, in the lake, or at the ocean

for many kids and families, as they venture to their favorite spots to
swim and play. The YMCA shares five tips to ensure a safe and enjoyable
swimming experience for all:

1. Never swim alone or without a water watcher. When children
are swimming, make sure they are actively supervised at all
times. Teach your children that they should only swim in locations
where a lifeguard is on duty, or where a responsible adult agrees to
watch the children in the water without distractions. It is also a good
idea to check water qualities if you are swimming at lakes, rivers
or creeks.

2. Supervise your children whenever they’re in or near
water. Whether it’s bath time or taking a dip in a pool or lake, make
sure your children are within arm’s reach at all times. Remove
ladders from pools when not in use or having a fence around pool is
advisable. Having your child take swim lessons as early as possible

is a good life skill.

3. Don’t engage in breath holding activities. Children should
not hold their breath for a prolonged amount of time while
swimming, as this can cause drowning and has several other
severe physical side-effects.

4. Wear a life jacket: Inexperienced or non-swimmers should wear a
Coast Guard-approved life jacket in the correct size. And it is good
idea to wear sunscreen to protect skin.

5. Don’t jump in the water to save a friend who is struggling in
deep water. If a child finds their friend in deep water unexpectedly,
their natural instinct may be to jump in the water to try to save them.
Even if achild is a great swimmer, a panicked person will overpower
them and easily pull the rescuer underwater. Check with YMCA
for Water Safety Days for Reach, Throw, Don’t Go safety tips.

YMCA Aquatics Director, says “We know kids are anxious, and excited, to
get back into the water this summer, but the risk of drowning is as prevalent
as ever. We are encouraging parents and caregivers to remind their entire
family about the importance of water safety skills.” She adds “Equipping,
and reminding, children how to be safe in and around water is one of the
most essential life skills parents can teach their children. It not only saves

lives; it builds confidence.”

Plants
that are pollinated by bees include apples, potato, mango, onion, plum,
cauliflower, almonds, peaches, watermelon, pears, oranges, coffee,
cucumber, pumpkin, corn and carrots. Honey bees pollinate more than
100 different crops in the U.S.

* A single bee makes about 1/12 of a teaspoon of honey in her lifetime
which is around 6 weeks!

If you find a bee stranded in
the water, help it out by picking it up with a stick and placing it
somewhere safe! Bees need us now just as much as we need them!
